Day 1
Home / Christchurch
Independent arrival in Christchurch, New Zealand. 

Day 2 
Christchurch
Visit the largest city on the South Island, Christchurch .
Settled in 1850 by The Church of England, this very British city with Gothic architecture, stone 
buildings, Botanical Gardens, restored Tramway, and the Antarctic Center. The old university 
buildings are restored and home for many arts and craft studios.
Optional attractions and activities:
* City walks, heritage buildings
* Christchurch tramway: take an historic tram ride around the

city centre
* Maori cultural evening with explanations and show 
* Willowbank Wildlife Reserve: learn about a kiwi breeding program and see native New 

Zealand bird life
* The International Antarctic Center

Day 3
Kaikoura
Along the scenic the east coast of New Zealand's South Island 
follow the coastal road north to Kaikoura . Majestic mountains

that are snow capped for many 
months of the year overlook the seaside settlement of Kaikoura.
The township is located on a rocky peninsula, protruding from lush farmland 
beneath the mountains. In the waters off this peninsula, a complex marine 
system provides an abundantly rich habitat for marine mammals and seabirds,
making it an ideal place for getting 
'close to nature'.
Kaikoura is world renowned for whale watching 
and is one of the few places in the world where

these magnificent creatures can be seen year round.
You may enjoy 
* Dolphin and seal swimming, sea bird watching, fishing, diving 
* Peninsula walkway
* Views of seal colony
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Day 4 
Marlborough / Queen Charlotte Drive / Nelson

On the way are the Lake GrassmereSalt works. A network of settling 
ponds that in late summer turns coral pink. Perhaps pause for a 
cappuccino at Kekerengu. 
Vantage points along the Highway allow a 
close-up view of seals basking n the rocks. 
From the Port of Picton take a boat trip to go

out and about in the Marlborough Sounds.
The breathtaking blue green waters of the Marlborough Soundsare

an unspoilt paradise for those who love the 
sea, tranquillity, the natural world, freedom 
walking or outdoor adventure. The Sounds are home to treasured bird 
and sea life - terns, shags, herons, blue penguins,
dolphins, seals, and native forest birds

From there take the scenic Queen Charlotte
Drive, skirting the edges of Queen Charlotte 
and Pelorus Sounds. Highlights include lookout points over beautiful 
Sounds.
Continue through the Mt Richmond Forest Park and stop at Pelorus
Bridge, where there is a short bush walk through native forest.

Day 5
Nelson / Abel Tasman National Park
Today we will explore Abel Tasman National Park - The smallest of the New Zealand's national

parks, Abel Tasman  is a compact treasure house of nature with glittering 
beaches, turquoise water and spectacular ocean views. A range of wildlife
inhabits the area, including penguins and a seal colony in the Tonga Island 
Marine Reserve.

This afternoon enjoy the city of Nelson
Nelson is known for its year-round sunshine,
golden beaches, national parks, artists and
craftspeople, historical streetscapes, waterfront 
cafes and restaurants
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Day 6
Hokitika 

The West Coast of the South Island is a sparsely populated region 
with dramatic scenery. It is an area of mountain peaks, impressive 
glaciers, tranquil lakes and raging rivers, lush rainforest and a 
magnificent coastline. Journey through the scenic winding and narrow
Buller Gorge.
Explore Punakaiki in Paparoa National Park.
See the Pancake Rocks. 

Explore Hokitika , the Jade capital of New Zealand

Day 7
Fox Glacier / Franz Josef Glacier
You will follow the coastal highway south to the Glaciers with lush forests and wetlands, beach 
views and ferns along the roadsides. 

Explore the Franz Josef Glacier.Walk through the rainforest to
the Glacier. These glaciers are unique in the world, as they are 
tucked in between lush green rainforests, with patches of the red 
Pohutekawa flowers on the hillsides. You should see the New 
Zealand mountain parrots, the Kea. 
Mischievous large green birds with a strong 
beak, beautiful vermilion red under their wings.

We continue further to explore Fox Glacier. You can walk to the base of the 
glacier. The Fox glacier valley is little but still different from the Franz Josef 

with views of steep hillsides, leading up to the terminal of the glacier. 
There are also scenic flights and helicopter excursions for those who wish 
to view the glaciers from the air - included are opportunities to land on 
the glaciers, which is part of the UN World Heritage area.

A few minutes out of the township is Lake Matheson(Reflection lake)
a special walk through a lush rainforest type of vegetation with
Numerous ferns, mosses and lichens as well as Pukekos, paradise
ducks and herons. This easy walk has, on a clear day, magnificent 
views of the mountains reflected in the lake.
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Day 8 and Day 9
Haast Pass / Wanaka 
The southern West Coast area has been designated a UNESCO 
World Heritage Site for its uniqueness and as a 'special place' in
the world.
Travel further south through the scenic wilderness of Haast Pass.

Continue beside the twin lakes of Wanaka and Haweabefore entering
the semi arid dry hills around Wanaka. Cross the mighty Clutha River 
at Alberttown. There are stops along the way to take advantage of the
many short nature walks, and photo opportunities.

Enjoy Lake Wanaka and the Wanaka Township
The crystal-clear waters of New Zealand's fourth largest lake reflect the 
snow-capped peaks of Mt Aspiring National Park, whose dominant feature
is Mt Aspiring, towering above a magnificent glacier-sculpted wilderness.

During your visit you may wish to do either of the following optional
activities         

*  Flight seeing: to Milford Sound, Mt Cook and Mt Aspiring. 
*  Horse trekking: venture into the wilderness of the region  
*  Numerous walks are available in the area

Day 10
Arrowtown /Queenstown

Today we travel via the Cardrona Valley (Crown Range) to Arrowtown ,
an old gold mining town that provides an interesting journey back in time
with its memorabilia of the era as well as boutiques and cafes. You may visit Arrowtown 
Museum to gain an interesting insight into the settlement and social history of the region.

Enjoy the rest of the afternoon exploring Queenstown
You may wish to enjoy
* Gondola ride: rise 450 meters/1475 feet above Queenstown
* TSS Earnslaw: cruise across Lake Wakatipu aboard this 90-

year-old steamboat
* Country life experiences: see sheep shearing and working sheepdogs (Walter Peak Station)
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Day 11
Doubtful Sound (Overnight boat trip in Doubtful Sound)
The deepest of all the fiords, Doubtful Sound has ancient rainforest and abundant wildlife.
Virtually untouched by man, the Sound is a wonderful place to visit.  

From Queenstown to Te Anau and on to Manapouri, The journey begins
with a launch cruise departing Pearl Harbor 
across Lake Manapouri. 
After disembarking at West Arm, travel by coach
across the Wilmot Pass and at Deep Cove board
the Milford Navigator for a leisurely exploration 

of Doubtful Sound. The vessel will anchor overnight in one of Doubtful
Sound’s hidden arms. Return the following morning to Manapouri. 
Dinner and breakfast are served on board, where you will have a comfortable cabin with ensuite
bathroom.

Day 12
Queenstown
After lunch in Te Anau, return early /mid afternoon for one more night in Queenstown for retail
therapy, activities or relaxation.

Day 13
Lake Tekapo / Mt Cook

From Queenstown, drive through the Kawarau Gorge. Stop at the
original Bungy Bridge.
From Cromwell, drive along the shores of the newly formed Lake
Dunstan. After the Lindis Pass, with its tussock grass lands, the
scenery and vegetation changes and the Southern Alps Mountains
appear. At 3754 metersMt Cook (Aoraki) is New Zealand's highest 
mountain. It towers above a splendid cast of massive snow-clad peaks
that make up Mt Cook/Aoraki National Park. Nudging one side of Mt 
Cook is the mighty Tasman Glacier, a 30-km
giant and one of the longest outside the
Himalayas.
Lake Pukaki reveals Mt Cook and the 

Southern Alps framed between lake and sky.
Evening activities could include stargazing. 
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Day 14
Christchurch 
Today we return to Christchurch. On the way back, we stop on the shores of Lake Tekapo to

visit the Church of the Good Shepherd- a historic church dedicated to
the early pioneers of this area, and the sheepdog -a statue that is a 
tribute to high country farmers' best friend.

Continue to Christchurch via the Inland 
Scenic Route 72. This journey through 

heartland NZ links rural towns and villages. Stops at Fairlie for
morning tea and Geraldine for lunch, leaving the Southern Alps
behind and before the landscape ‘flattens out’ becoming the 
Canterbury Plains.

Day 15
Christchurch / Depart
Independent departure from Christchurch, New Zealand
